A moment of silence was observed and the Pledge of Allegiance was lead by Vice Mayor
Sue Cordova.

AGENDA REVIEW

AUDIENCE TO BE HEARD

Jennifer Bode (Minneola resident) expressed her concerns and objections to any type of
gambling coming into the City.

REPORTS:

In the absence of the City Manager, his report (Exhibit A)was distributed; there was no
discussion at this time.

Scott Gerken reported he had received the fully executed stipulation agreement from
Tony McCoy and presented the $30,000.00 first nstallment check to Laura Ziclonka.

Chief Dobrzykowski reported on a recent structure fire.
Lt. Link reported on recent arrests and DUI checkpoint.
Pat Kelley had no report.

Vietor Ortega had no report.

Kelly Price had no report.

Sue Cordova asked for an update on the emergency service billing to insurance
companies, She also requested the Council to seriously consider placing a Veteran’s
Memorial in front of City Hall. Chief Dobrzykowski stated that the insurance companies
were not responding to our billing service provider at this time and the staff was looking
Jor another service to collect the billed fees.

Mayor Yeager suggested Council consider ways to remedy the issue of parking on the

Tah 3 Delaney Property — E. Chester Street

Scott Gerken explained that this discussion had been postponed at the last meeting to
allow for a full Council to make the final deciston on whether to purchase or not purchase
the property.

Mike Delaney (property owner) stated he was prepared to sell the property on E. Chester
Street to the City for $250,000.00.

Council comments:
¢ Pat Kelley had no comments at this time.
» Victor Ortega informed Council that any grant monies the Council was hoping to
get for this purchase were no longer available.
Kelly Price stated she would like to see the property purchased for a park.
¢ Sue Cordova stated that she could not justify purchasing this property at this
time; noting that the property was appraised at $175,000.00.

¢ Mayor Yeager spoke on the grant process and expressed his support of the
purchase and asked for public comment.
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The following residents addressed Council on the purchase of the property for a park:

Daryl Rinehart — in favor of the purchase.

Kevin West — in favor of the purchase.

Joan Polhamus — in favor of the purchase.

Christy Clark speaking as a real estate professional urged the Council to purchase

the property.

Michelle Countryman stated she would like to have more information.

Amy Stull — in favor of the purchase.

Louise Hunt — in favor of the purchase.

Concerned Citizen spoke on the financial burden to the City, the budget shortfall,

the possibility of a millage increase and questioned if this was a good time to

make this purchase.

¢ Eric Gonzales inquired about the upkeep of the property and expressed support of
a park in the area and delivered a letter (Exhibit B) to the clerk for the record.

¢ Jolene Heidorn — in favor of having a park in the neighborhood.

Mike Delany again stated that he was going to sell the property and this would be the
City’s last chance at purchasing the property.

Council comments:

* Pat Kelley stated that although he would like to have the property for a park he
would not approve taking money from reserves to purchase the property and
asked Council to search for other alternatives to acquire the property such as a
“land swap.”

e Sue Cordova again stated that is was not feasible at this time to take $250,000.00
from reserves in this time of budget cuts and deficits.

* Mayor Yeager expressed his support for purchasing the property for a park.

Council agreed not to purchase the property.

Tab 4 Founders Ridge Wastewater Utility Reservation Agreement

Scott Gerken explained the reason for the amendment that Founders Ridge had sold a
portion of the home sites in the development and was requesting relief of paying for the
wastewater utility reservation for 138 homes. He also advised that the easement
previously required by the City was no longer needed.

Council comments:

* Pat Kelley stated that he wanted to collect the monies due per the agreement.

» Victor Ortega had no comments.

* Sue Cordova expressed her opinion that the developer owed the money and that
was what she wanted and cautioned the Council about approving this amendment
because the 138 homes in question would not be tied to an agreement with the
City.

¢ Kelly Price had no comments.
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e Mayor Yeager stated he knew Mr. Kelley and Ms. Cordova were right but
believed that by accepting this amendment the City would avoid a long legal
battle. He urged the Council to accept the agreement and take the money available
at this time.

Scott Gerken explained that a law suite was probably on the horizon if an agreement was
not made.

A lengthy discussion pursued.
Mayor Yeager asked for public comments.

Concerned citizen questioned the possibility of a lengthy law suite and expressed his
concerns that taxes may be raised to cover the City’s finances.

Scott Gerken explained that all monies owed would eventually be paid to the City.
MOTION by Pat Kelley SECONDED by Kelly Price to approve the Founders Ridge
Wastewater Utility Reservation Agreement to receive the $79,000.00 and the
remained in 2012 or when they develop whichever comes first.
