Council Meeting 7:00 P.M.
Minneola City Hall

The City of Minneola Council Meeting was called to order by Mayor David Yeager.
Present were: Councilman Pat Kelley, Councilman Victor Ortega, Councilwoman Kelly
Price, Vice Mayor Sue Cordova, Scott Gerken (City Attorney), Jan McDaniel (City
Clerk), Laura Zielonka (Finance Director), Sam Oppelaar (City Manager), Lt. Greg Link
(LCSO), Laura Jones (Planning Director) and Tim Green (GCG).

A moment of silence was observed and the Pledge of Allegiance was lead by Vice Mayor
Cordova.

AGENDA REVIEW

No changes.

AUDIENCE TO BE HEARD

George (Rick) Karst asked Council to allow his tenant (Outrageous Audio) at 202 Hwy
27 to continue his business by including window tinting as a service.

Following a general discussion, Council directed the City Manager to meet with the
business owner and work out the details for window tinting inclusion to the business.

Christy Clark (Coldwell Banker Realty on behalf of the Wachovia Bank) requested the
Council consider making an offer on the foreclosure property at 319 E. Chester Street.

REPORTS:

Sam Oppelaar briefly spoke of the following items included in his report (Exhibit A):
* Reported NTC had indicated they would be interested in a partnership for the
Minneola Athletic Complex for naming rights.
¢ Asked for Council direction on the Chester Street property.
* Requested approval for the bid cost of the US Hwy 27 utility line bid.

Council comments:
* Pat Kelley expressed his opposition of the project.
* Victor Ortega stated the infrastructure was needed and his belief that the perhaps
the information might be inaccurate.
* Kelly Price was in favor of moving forward with the project.

Sue Cordova spoke on the use of stimulus money and also informed Council that
impact fees could be used for the project.

* Mayor Yeager expressed support of the project.
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MOTION by Sue Cordova, SECONDED by Kelly Price to approve $9,815.00 impact
fee dollars from the utility fund to go forward with the joint team of PBS&J &
Tetra Tech for the next phase for the bid for the US 27 Utility Extension Project.
Victor Ortega asked when the money spent would be recouped.

Sue Cordova explained that the money would be recouped three fold when businesses
began hooking into the system.

Mayor Yeager further explained that the City has not been able to have commercial
business on N. Hwy. 27 because there were no sewer and water lines.

MOTION PASSED: 3-2

Sam Oppelaar introduced the new City Engineer as Mark Jacobsen.

Mark Jacobsen explained his work experience of 27 years.

Sue Cordova asked when he would be able to release the engineer consultants.

Mark Jacobsen stated there would be occasions when consultants would be needed but
hoped to be fully involved in all projects within two months.

Sam Oppelaar distributed a report (Exhibit B) from the fire chief.

Lt. Link reported he recently attended a training seminar; his deputies had recently made
arrests and informed Council of a business staying open until 4:00 -5:00 a.m. He stated
the deputies had made several arrests near the location and asked Council to consider
placing hours of operations for businesses.

Pat Kelley stated the word “on the street” was that a Hookah Bar was being considered at
that location.

Ramon Flores (Code Enforcement) explained the City code does not restrict hours of
operation for businesses. He suggested creating an Ordinance to update the code with
clearly defined hours of operation.

Council discussed how they might limit hours of operation for businesses.

Deputy Lukens explained there have been some traffic and marijuana arrests in that area
where the late night hang-out is located.

Council consensus was to move forward with an Ordinance to tighten the uses in a B-1
district and to consider limiting hours of operation,
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Lt. Link also requested a shed to be purchased for the Minneola motorcycle.

Council agreed to the purchase with the funds coming form the forfeiture fund.

Council Reports:

Pat Kelley stated he would comment later,
Victor Ortega explained the recent P & Z meeting report (Exhibit C).

Kelly Price reported she had recently attended a BPAC Board meeting and they were
also very concerned with school busing.

Sue Cordova requested a fire department representative at the meeting when the Chief is
not present.

Council discussed the need for a representative from the fire department to be present at
the Council meetings.

Consensus of Council (Yeager against) to have a representative from the fire department
present at the Council meetings.

Sue Cordova questioned why the City was still doing Expo’s, Job Fairs and Health Fairs
being held at City Hall. She explained her concerns with the pull on the budget for those
types of events in these economic times. She asked for clarification of repairs being made
on Galena & Washington and asked for the cost of the repairs.

Sam Oppelaar explained the repairs being made are on the City ROW and he believed
the cost was approximately $800.00.

Sue Cordova suggested Council go and look at the property in questions and stated that
if the repairs are in City ROW the sign is also and should be removed from the ROW.
She requested that information be available regarding the issue at the next meeting,.

Mayor Yeager spoke briefly to Council regarding the Fire Department Union and City
Staff contract negotiation and cautioned that the Council is not to be involved at the
negotiating stage as the Council is the governing board and will be making the final
decision on that contract.

Tab 1 School Concurrency Power Point Preview

Sam Oppelaar requested Council approval of a power point presentation on school
concurrency (Exhibit D) areas be sent to the LCSB for their review

Consensus of Council was to send the presentation to the board.
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Tab 2 The Reserve 3" Amendment Revision

Scott Gerken explained the issue of the developer for The Reserve’s request to offer
1200 sq. ft. homes to the buyers. He stated he believed the number of 70 homes had been
determined between Paul Smerge and the Council for 1,200 sq. ft. homes. He stated the
developer had also agreed to draft an addendum to their covenants regarding the
minimum sq. footage allowed.

Each Council member disclosed they had spoken with Mr. Paul Smerge of Standard
Pacific regarding the issue.

Mayor Yeager asked for public comments.

Rick Roderick (Minneola Resident) expressed concerns with allowing smaller homes in
the development and stated that those homes would have a smaller tax base.

Scott Gerken explained the approval to allow these homes would require two public
hearings and in no way would the Council be approving the issue tonight.

Council agreed the 4™ amendment to the Reserve Developer Agreement be considered at
the June 16" meeting.

Tab 3 Lightning Protection System Vendor Award

Sam Oppelaar requested Council accept the bid from White Lightning for lightning
protection at East Ridge Water Plant and to possibly extend the agreement to include Oak
Valley Water Plant. He explained that the budgeted amount of $27,000 would cover the
cost of both plants protections.

Jon Fox clarified the requirements of 5/8” pipe would be used.

Mayor Yeager asked for public comments; there were no comments.

MOTION by Kelly Price, SECONDED by Victor Ortega to approve the protection
at East Ridge and Oak Valley to White Lightning.

Tab 4 Fire Assessment Discussion & Impacts

Sam Oppelaar explained the purpose of this discussion was to come to an understanding
of how an assessment fee would impact the residents and businesses in Minneola. He
clarified it was not his intent to sway Council decision in any way, but to only inform
them of the fire assessment fee impacts so Council could make a decision.
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Laura Zielonka explained how the assessment could affect the budget should the fee be
put into place and the millage rate reduced.

Council comments:

Pat Kelley was not in favor of an assessment fee or millage increase and
expressed support for the fire department. He also voiced concerns for the
upcoming budget and a possible deficit.

Sue Cordova was not in favor of an assessment fee and asked if the City was
aware of the non collectable taxes that would not be recovered. She suggested the
money placed in the fire department budget be restricted and no other funds be
moved into or out of the fund. She also stated there would not be a millage
increase for FY 10 budget.

Kelly Price agreed with Ms. Cordova.

Victor Ortega stated he was totally against any millage increase and also against
a fire assessment fee.

Mayor Yeager was not in favor of a fire assessment fee.

Mayor Yeager asked for public comment.

Joseph Saunders (Minneola resident) commented that he was not in favor of a fire
assessment fee and informed Council how such a fee would affect his tax bill.

Consensus of Council was not to move forward with the fire assessment fee.

A short break was called at 8:45 p.m. and the meeting reconvened at 8:57 p.m.

Tab 5 2009 Amended Budget
Sam Oppelaar explained the purpose of the amended budget.

Laura Zielonka went through the amendments to the FY09 budget explaining each item.

Council comments:

Pat Kelley asked if Council would be approving the amendment as a whole or by
line item; and questioned the legislative increase regarding Council compensation.
He asked if Laura was comfortable with the amendment to the budget. Laura
Zielonka commented that she was fine with the amended budget.

Victor Ortega stated she was fine with the amended budget.

Kelly Price was also fine with the amended budget.

Sue Cordova asked about a line item regarding the new server; and asked if
unemployment insurance would reimburse the City for the unemployment costs;
and stated she believed a pay cut for Council had been approved by Ordinance.
Laura Zielonka replied the cost had been divided into two departments and stated
she would look into a reimbursement.

Scott Gerken stated Council compensation was set by an Ordinance and he would look
into the issue further.
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MOTION by Kelly Price, SECONDED by Victor Ortega to approve the 2009
Amended Budget.

Tab 6 Software Change Request

Sam Oppelaar explained that there have been multiple problems with the current
software and requested Council permission to change from Fund Balance to Edmunds &
Associates software. He stated the company was giving the City a large discount and the
cost would be deferred to the FY'10 budget.

Laura Zielonka explained some of the issues staff had with the current software.

Michael Lesher (Edmunds & Assoc.) stated his company was looking forward to
working with the City and gave a brief background of the company.

Council comments:

o Pat Kelley asked a few technical questions of Mr. Lesher and assured that all
state regulations would be followed.

* Victor Ortega asked the IT Manager if he was comfortable with this software.
Roman Flores stated he believed it to be beneficial to the City.
Kelly Price had no questions.

¢ Sue Cordova asked if our accounting firm was ok with the change. Laura
Zielonka stated she believed they would be happy for the change, due to all the
current problems.

* Mayor Yeager had no questions and asked for public comments.

There were no comments.

MOTION by Kelly Price, SECONDED by Pat Kelley to approve the software
change request.

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Tab 7 Ordinance 2009-14 Waste Pro Contract Changes

Sam Oppelaar explained the requested change as an extension to the original contract of
two years thereby extending the date of the $2.50 increase per customer.

Scott Gerken read Ordinance 2009-14 by title only for the first time,
A general discussion pursued.
First reading, no action taken.

FINAL COMMENTS

o Pat Kelley expressed his concerns with legislative officers appearing to be
involved with the day to day operations; and asked if there were still problems
between upper management and the fire department. Sam Oppelaar stated he was
not aware of any problems with the fire department.

e Victor Ortega expressed a few concerns that had arisen at the previous evening
at the P & Z meeting; asked if there was training for citizen’s boards; and asked
for consideration of tuition reimbursement for paralegal training for the City
Clerk. Sam Oppelaar explained that training was provided to the P & Z Board
and that the Planning Director was also available if there were any questions.

¢ Kelly Price had no final comments.

Sue Cordova requested that for the next budget year staff cut out the use of
consultants as staff has been hired recently to handle those duties; and informed
the City Manager she had just emailed him grant information.

¢ Mayor Yeager suggested making a low offer on the property on E. Chester Street
and commented on the P & Z meeting held the previous evening.

MOTION by Sue Cordova, SECONDED by Victor Ortega to have the City
Manager contact Christy Clark and offer a bid of $55,000.00 for the Delaney

property.
